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Public Rights of way network

Public rights of way are a right to pass over private land to the status shown. To move off the path is a trespass against the landowner and is a civil offence

It is the responsibility of the PUBLIC to keep to the path and not stray off it, including dogs that may accompany the user

It is the responsibility of the LANDOWNER/ TENANT to keep the path free of obstruction and allow the public the correct and proper access 

It is the responsibility of NOTTINGHAMSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL to sign the path accurately and ensure access is not prevented
